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Day 5  Arzúa – Lavacolla   (28.8 kms) 
Breakfast. Your final day’s journey before arriving Santiago de Compostela ends in 
Lavacolla, a tiny village only 10 kilometers (6.2 miles) from your goal, and well 
positioned so that you can make an early entrance into Santiago tomorrow morning in 
time for the noon Pilgrim’s Mass should you wish. Lavacolla was an important 
ceremonial halt for pilgrims in the Middle Ages, who used to wash themselves in the 
river prior to their entry into the holy city of Santiago.

Day 6  Labacolla – Santiago de Compostela   (10.3 kms) 
Breakfast. Set out at your own leaisure or make an early start this morning to reach 
Santiago de Compostela before the 12.00 Pilgrim's Mass in the cathedral. Before Mass, 
if you wish to do so, head over to the Pilgrim's Office to receive your Compostela.  
There will be plenty of time this afternoon for an individual visit to the cathedral, 
sightseeing and souvenir hunting, and leisurely exploration of the lovely old quarter of 
the city before dinner in one of Santiago's many fine local restaurants.

Day 7  Santiago de Compostela – return home 

Breakfast. Depart Santiago de Compostela for the return trip home.
